Greening your Holiday Tree

Easy & environmentally-friendly tree ornaments

3D Paper Snowflake

Supplies needed to make this ornament:
e 6 evenly sized squares of recycled paper
(vary the size depending on how large you want your snowflake to be)
e Scissors
e Glue or double sided tape
e Stapler

Instructions
1. Fold each of the 6 pieces of paper in half so it forms a perfect triangle
2. From the folded edge, cut 3 to 4 straight lines (depending on the size of your paper) on each

side of the triangle, making sure not to cut through the unfolded edge. The cut lines should be

parallel to one another on each side and come close to meeting in the middle but not touch;
leave a small space between them. (See diagram)

Unfold your paper and turn it so the diamond shape is facing you

4. Roll the first two innermost paper lines together to form a tube. Tape or glue these two pieces
together. You should see triangle shapes on each side of the roll.

5. Flip the diamond over to the other side. Take the next two paper lines and pull them together
on the opposite side of the tube and tape or glue together as before. This will be a more
rounded shape and wider than the first tube.

6. Keep flipping the paper and joining the paper lines together on opposite sides until all paper
lines have been joined.

7. Repeat this process with the remaining 5 pieces of paper.

8. Join 3 of the completed rolled pieces together at one end and staple together. Do the other 3
pieces the same way. Now you will have 2 pieces consisting of 3 strands or "arms" each.
Staple the two new pieces together in the middle.

9. Staple where each of the 6 arms meet. This ensures that the snowflake shape is pulled into
place.
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
